CITY OF ST. CLAIR SKATE PARK

 GUIDELINES

THE CITY OF ST. CLAIR RECREATION DEPARTMENT AND THE COMMUNITY HAVE MADE A SIGNIFICANT COMMITMENT TO THIS PARK.  THE FOLLOWING GUIDELINES HAVE BEEN ESTABLISHED TO ENSURE PROPER PARK USE, SAFETY AND ENJOYMENT.
Skate Park is unsupervised.  Know your ability, use at your own risk.
Skate park is open to the public and all residents in St. Clair County. 

This is an alcohol, weapon and drug free facility.  Profanity, fighting, inappropriate noise levels, other act of violence, destroying and defacing (graffiti) of public property and all other city ordinance restrictions for public park use are prohibited.   Violators will be prosecuted.

For your protection it is recommended to wear proper clothing, shoes and     

use of safety equipment including:  helmet, wrist guards, knee and elbow pads.

Motorized vehicles are not allowed.  Skateboards, In-Line, BMX bikes and roller skates allowed on ramps.

This skate park has been designed for all skill levels.  Know your ability, use at your own risk.  Be courteous to others using facility.

Skating against traffic on ramps or pipes is dangerous and can cause injury.  Do not proceed down a ramp until clear of other users.  Serious injury may result from being hit, falling and colliding.

Ramps and rails may not be modified or moved.  No personal ramps or street items allowed in the park, skate or bike surfaces.  

No glass containers allowed on skating and bike surfaces.
Spectators are recommended to stay off skate area.  No pets allowed on skating surface.

Weather conditions such as snow, ice or rain can affect ramps and riding surfaces, use at your own risk.

The City of St. Clair reserves the right to schedule organized activities at any time without advance notice.

Park in designated spaces only – additional parking available at Greig Park.  No parking dusk to dawn.  Vehicles will be towed at owners expense.

Park closes at dusk.  NO TRESPASSING OR SKATING WHEN PARK IS CLOSED.

These guidelines are subject to change at any time without prior notice.
